pay an entry fee of £1.50 for each entry except where otherwise stated. All entrance money
shall be paid at the time of entry and no entry shall be accepted unless such money be paid.

The 1st & 2nd prizewinners only
from classes 40-44 will qualify for the 2009 B.S.P.S. Championship Show, providing the pony is registered
in accordance with Rule 23 and ridden by a B.S.P.S. member.

Riders not
to have attained their 7th birthday before 1st January in the current year. In Leading Rein Classes
the rein must go directly from the bit to the riders hand, with no extra aid or attachment to or on
the saddle. The attendant must affix the lead rein to the noseband, on which it must remain while
the pony is in the ring. Whilst in the ring ponies must be led at all times by the handler. Riders will not
be asked to dismount.
45-Best Pony not affiliated to the BSPS of any age, brought into the ring mounted, and ridden by a
rider not exceeding eighteen years of age on day of Show. A trophy will also be given to the Best
Rider and Mount residing permanently within five miles radius of Keswick Moot Hall.
